Today, there are over 250,000 unrepaired vehicles on Tribal 

Nations with open safety recalls, including dangerous recalled 

airbags. Families may be at risk of serious injury or death while 

riding in a vehicle with an open safety recall.  Despite ongoing 

efforts to reach vehicle owners, many are unaware their vehicle 

may have a dangerous recall.   

             
 
FREE VEHICLE RECALL SEARCH 
 

 

YOUR SAFETY IS OUR PRIORITY! An unsafe vehicle can be 

dangerous. Checking for a vehicle recall is easy and repairs are 

FREE even if you are not the registered owner. Follow these 

simple steps to see if your vehicle has a potentially dangerous 

vehicle recall. 

 

 

1. CHECK FOR RECALLS ONLINE: Visit www.CheckToProtect.org. Enter vehicle license plate number. 

2. CONTACT DEALERSHIP: Utilize the resources above to locate the nearest vehicle dealership.  

3. SCHEDULE AND COMPLETE VEHICLE REPAIR: Utilize the resources to locate the nearest dealership.  

 
ALL REPAIRS ARE FREE AT LOCAL DEALERSHIPS: Any vehicle, regardless of whether it was 

purchased at the dealership or brought in for general repairs and maintenance can be brought in to 

repair a recall.
